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The current civic workers strike has focused much a ttention in August on 
waste removal downtown by members and the media.  A nnette O'Shea, 
Executive Director of the Yaletown Business Improve ment Association 
(YBIA) has been interviewed by CBC Radio, The Vanco uver Sun and Metro 
News discussing the future of downtown waste remova l, as well as voicing 
member concerns and how we’re championing Dumpster- free streets and 
alleys.   
 
Below is an excerpt from the Metro News article, by  Kristen Thompson, 
printed August 14, 2007: 
 
“Annette O’Shea, Executive Director of the Yaletown Business Improvement 
Association (YBIA) has been working to eliminate dumpsters for five years.  
 
She says bins attract dumping, and because of the strike the city service that 
picks up abandoned garbage isn’t available.  
 
The YBIA has partnered with the Downtown Vancouver Business Improvement 
Association and the city to implement garbage removal and recycling programs, 
meant to start in the New Year.  The programs are based on similar initiatives 
launched in Kelowna and Seattle.  
 
O’Shea said daily bag pick-up and more recycling and composting options would 
reduce waste and mess, persistent issues that have been compounded because 
of the strike.”
